We are delighted to have welcomed Cailin, Gabrielle, Adam, Grainne and Tyler to Primary 1 last week and to Eva in Primary 5. All of the children have settled very quickly and their transition was so smooth it’s as if they have always been part of St. Mary’s community! Being new to the school myself I appreciate that change can be difficult however, I have been really touched by the genuine warmth and care that I observe and feel the minute I walk through the school gates. The care, respect and concern that the children show towards one another in the playground, classroom and dinner hall is a credit to you parents and to the staff of St Mary’s.
Thank you to all who have returned the data forms and permission slips sent out last week. Can those which have not returned these yet please ensure that they are returned to school by Friday 15th September. It is vital that we have up-to-date information on our children and we ask 
that you inform the school immediately if you have a change of address or mobile number during the year. 
Play based learning is a vital part of the Foundation and Key Stage 1 Curriculum. This year we are hoping to develop our outdoor learning even further therefore it is important that Primary 1 – Primary 4 children bring in wellies or old shoes for their outdoor play. These can be left in school. 
Thanks to the PFTA we have been lucky enough to have been in the position to buy an outdoor play cabin. The children were very excited when they returned to school to see the new play cabin  situated at the back of the school. The floor of the cabin and porch is bare, white wood and as you can imagine this can get very dirty! We hope to purchase a small piece of vinyl/lino to cover this area but before we do so we are asking if any parent has a spare cut off piece of vinyl/lino would they mind donating it to the play cabin.

Due to the success of our snacks last year we will continue to provide break time snacks for your child. If you would like your child to avail of this, 
can you please send in £7 by Friday 15th September - this will cover the cost of snack up to Halloween. If you do not wish your child to be involved, please send a healthy snack (fruit, veg or bread/crackers) with them daily. 
It is important that we drink water to keep us hydrated and to aid our concentration levels. Some children have a water bottle in school and if you have not already done so, please send a reusable water bottle to school with your child. This will remain in school.
We will be hosting ‘Curriculum Nights’ for parents on Tuesday night. These will give you an insight into what your children will be covering this year and you will be given ideas how best to support them. It is important that a member of each family attends if possible.

If you would be interested in your child attending Breakfast Club, please let the school know when/ how regularly you would use the service. It cost £1 per day.

Fergal Mc Cann our school GAA coach has confirmed that he will be taking P5-7 for beginning on Wednesday 13th September. P5-7 second PE session will be confirmed next week as I am waiting on coaches to confirm days and times. All children need to wear a gum shield during these sessions. P1-4 will have PE each Tuesday and Friday. This may change in a few weeks when coaches are confirmed. Children should wear their school uniform to school and bring their PE gear to change into.
